**¥Accounting students who wish to pursue the Certified Public Accountant examination upon graduation may be required to obtain 150 credit hours of college level education
(hereinafter referred to as the “150 Hour Requitement”) as a prerequisite to sitting for the examination or for receiving the certification upon successful completion of the
examination, To assist student achieve the 150 Hour Requirement, students are encouraged to take summer coutrses as outlined on the 150 credit hour course planner on the reverse
side as well as additional credits during the fall and spring semesters. To further encourage Accounting majors to complete their 150 Hour Requirement while an undergraduate
student at King’s College, Accounting majors will be permitted to take eighteen (18) credits per semester for both their fall and spring semesters of their senior year at King’s. Students
are encouraged to obtain a double major selected from any of the majors offered by King’s College.

1Students majoring in Accounting ate required to take CORE 153, CORE 180, CORE 193/1B 241, MATH 123 and MSB 287. These
courses satisfy both major and CORE requirements.

e CORE 153 satisfy the CORE Social Science requirement

e CORE 180 satisfies the American Studies CORE requirement

e CORE 193/1B 241 satisfies the CORE Contemporary Global Studies requirement

e MATH 123 satisfies the CORE Math requirement

e MSB 287 satisfies the CORE Philosophy 1I requirement
2Students may select “free electives” for personal enrichment OR for Minor and/or Second Major Requitements. Up to six hours of
internship credit may also serve as free electives.

General Information:

A student must earn a minimum of 120 credit hours to be awarded the baccalaureate degree. The number of credit hours required for graduation may be
higher in certain major programs or if the student elects to pursue a second major. Accounting (150 credit hours — CPA Track A) requires 150 credits.
Beyond the requirements of the Core Curriculum and of a student’s chosen major program, the balances of the credit hours required for graduation are
“free electives.”
