3 Students majoring in History are required to take twenty-one (21) credits of HIST electives of which six (6) will be in American, six (6) in 
European, six (6) in World areas and three (3) in American, European, or World; among those twenty-one (21) credits, two (2) courses 
(6 credits) must be a seminar HIST 420-469.
