**In addition to the Psychology Category and Elective Requirements, students pursuing a Bachelor of Science Degree in Psychology must complete
twenty-one (21) science credits selected from the following disciplines: Astronomy, Biology, Chemistry, Computer and Information Systems, Computer
Science, Geography, Mathematics, Neuroscience, or Physics. CORE 271 through 279 may be used to satisfy science requirements.

NOTE: For those students who wish to focus their psychology major around a patticular subarea, the Department offers concentrations in Business/Human Resources,

Clinical/ Counseling, and Neurobehavioral. Topical seminars (PSYC 391) are offered periodically, and may be substituted for a designated concentration course if approved by
appropriate Department faculty. (SEE COLLEGE CATALOG AND ACADEMIC ADVISOR FOR MORE DETAILED INFORMATION).
